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What are you planning to go on to do and how has American Studies prepared you for this?

1. I really want to go into cultural criticism, more commentary on the internet and things like that. And I think American Studies has taught me so much that’s applicable to that just either from just assessing culture, talking about culture, making my opinions and backing them up. There is the disciplinary stuff and then there is the actual kind of technical things of how to write and then there is also, say, if I was going to go on and write for internet articles and things like that, it would teach you kind of how that works as well and how the internet culture has kind of exploded recently.

2. Well I want to be a museum curator. I am going to go on and do museum studies next year so history and American Studies and politics and all that stuff is quite relevant to what I want to do. 
3. I would like to go into corporate fund raising for charities, so whilst it’s not directly using my American Studies degree, I have been taught to think outside the box which is really important and I have got, again, the confidence to be phoning people up and saying ‘this is me, this is what I want to do and this is how I want to do it’. And generally I think that the reading material we have used, the experiences we have had and independence can enable you to go on and take the next step. 
4. Well I have applied for a number of different graduate roles. I have applied for ones for market research companies. And one thing that I think they have liked on my CV is that I have a degree that involves being analytical and presenting ideas so I think that is one thing that is really going to set me in good stead for these jobs. 
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
